An Interview with Nathan
Crick  (by Andrew King)

Editorial (Special to LA Speaks 1957-2007)

The first issue of Louisiana
Speaks rolled off the press or
was cranked off an ancient
mimeograph machine in 1957.
This is our 60 anniversary of the
venerable publication. Its first
issue was typed on heavy blue
master sheets and afterwards
corrected with a material called
camphor gum that obliterated
and then resealed the surface of
the sheet. The blue sheets were
then fitted to a drum filled with
what was called printing spirit.
As the drum turned sheets were
fed into the machine. Then the
sheets were turned and
imprinted on the reverse side
with another blue master sheet.
Finally the sheets were placed in

series in a collation gate and
then the magazines were

assembled and stapled by hand.
