
2005-2006 International Studies curriculum summary

The 2005-2005 curriculum in International Studies comprises the following five elements.

 • Core courses (9 hrs.)—During the freshman and sophomore years, prospective majors must complete the preparatory, multidisciplinary core curriculum by taking three course from the following: ANTH 1003 or 2051, ECON 2030, HNRS 1103 or 3003, GEOG 1001 or 1003, HIST 1007, POLI 2057.

• Gateway Course (3 hrs.)—All majors must complete the junior-level, interdisciplinary course, INTL 3001. This is a prerequisite for the senior-level capstone seminar.

• Areas of Concentration (21 hrs.)—All majors select a primary (15 hrs.) and a secondary (6 hrs.) area of concentration.  Courses for the areas of concentration should ideally be taken during the junior and senior years, and most of the requirements must be completed before admission to the senior capstone seminar. Students may choose from six concentrations, 5 of which have a regional focus, and one of which is global in scope. 
• Foreign Language ( hrs. vary)—Students must demonstrate competency (defined below for each region) in a language relevant to their regional focus. 

• Senior Capstone Course (3 hrs.)—The senior capstone seminar (INTL 4003) is intended primarily for graduating I. S. majors in their final semester. Prerequisites are INTL 3001 and 9 hrs. of additional upper-level courses in area of concentration, all of which must be completed before admission to the seminar. Non-majors may be admitted to the seminar by special arrangement with the instructor.


Note: This summary applies only to students following the 2006-2007 LSU General Catalog.  Students who entered LSU before 2006 may opt to follow these requirements.  Students entering after the 2006-2007 academic year should follow the LSU General Catalog in force at the time of their admission to LSU.
