2007 HOMECOMING KICKBALL RULES AND REGULATIONS
GENERAL RULES

· Influence of alcohol will not be tolerated during the athletic tournament at any time. 

· All participating players have to be a member of the organization in which you are playing for.

· 8 players must be present for game time or you will be forced to forfeit the game; at least 4 men and 4 women.

· No maximum number of players on the team, just 10 players on the field at a time: 5 men and 5 women. 

· All players shall remain in dugout when kicking other than the first and third base coach as well as the on-deck kicker.

· Shirts must be worn at all times.

· A coin toss will happen in the beginning of the game to determine who is on offense and who is on defense.

GAME RULES

· A game shall consist of 4 innings or 30 minutes, whichever comes first. 

· If the game ends in a tie, the last kicker will become a runner at 2nd base; there will be 3 outs in extra innings, the team with the most runs after extra innings shall be declared the winner. 

· All ten players bat each inning. When the last batter of an inning puts the ball in play, the inning will end either when the kicker has scored, the kicker has been put out or when the defense is in possession of the ball while touching home plate. No tag is necessary at home plate. 

DEFENSE

· Alternating genders required at catcher and pitcher positions. 

· Alternating genders also required for the 4 players in the outfield. 

· Either there are 2 women at first and third bases and 2 men at short stop and second base or vice versa. 

OFFENSE
· Kickers must line up by alternating gender

· Player of majority sex must lead off.

· A female must only substitute for a female and a male for a male.

· Kicking


· The ball is put into play when the pitcher rolls the ball towards home plate and the kicker attempts to kick the ball.

· The kicker must wait for the ball to be within 3 feet of home plate before kicking the ball 

· If the kicker does not like the pitch, they should not attempt to kick it and another pitch shall be thrown

· A maximum of 2 pitches will be thrown

· There are no strikeouts or walks

· The kicker only gets one attempt at kicking the ball, a missed attempt or foul ball is an out

· The batter is out in situations similar to softball

· In addition, a runner is out when they are hit by a thrown ball below the waist. 

· A runner who leaves the base before the pitch reaches home plate or is hit is out and the ball is dead

· Leading off and stealing bases is NOT allowed

· You may slide feet first into a base

· Any player who slides head first into a base is automatically out

· Bunting will not be permitted and a dead ball is automatically out 

· Every person that touches home plate will be counted as one run

LAWN DECORATION RULES

Saturday, November 10, 2007

Sponsored by the Greek Board of Directors

LSU Theme: LSU Determined to Dominate: Then, Now and Forever

*Failure to abide by the following rules may be grounds for disqualification*

i. No duplication of ideas. The Greek Board of Directors Homecoming committee will approve individual ideas for decorations. The due date for sketches to be turned in will be October 8, 2007, 4:30 pm in the Office of Greek Affairs.  Two sketches should be submitted.  If two chapters submit the same theme, or one that is very similar, the GBOD Homecoming committee member will meet with the two groups to negotiate.  If the negotiation is not successful, the HC will determine the outcome.

ii. Decorations may not exceed 20 ft in height but should be no smaller than 10 feet.
iii. Only POMPED items will be judged. Painted/written signs will not be considered towards the final score.  Mechanical devices may be used, but will also not be considered in the determination of the final score.
iv. Only members of participating groups may construct the decorations.   Assistance may not include Facility Services, parents, alumni, etc.

v. People or live animals may not be used as part of a decoration.

vi. Decorating can begin at any time the group desires. (both inside and on the front lawns)
vii. Decorations must be constructed and completed by 8:00 am Saturday morning.  NO ONE should be on their lawns at 7:30 am.

viii. All decorations must be taken down and all frames be put away and paper cleaned up by 7 a.m. Monday, November 12th.

ix. Any group or member of a group, who destroys, defaces and/or otherwise harms the decorations of another group, must reimburse the group for damage/destruction and will be subject to disciplinary action at the discretion of University officials. Such actions may result in a group’s disqualification.

x. Obscenity Clause: Any group using decorations considered obscene or in bad taste (visually of verbally) by the GBOD Homecoming lawn decorations committee, chairpersons, or advisor, will be disqualified. (This includes swastikas, confederate flags, foul language, etc.) 

xi. Each group is responsible for providing its own tarps and/or visqueen to protect their decorations from the rain.

xii. Budget limit is $2500 on lawn decorations and is inclusive of wood, chicken wire, & pomps.  Donated items will be counted in the $2500.00 limit.
NOTE:  Digging holes in the ground will require approval from Facility Services, 578-6964.

JUDGING:

Groups must submit drawings/sketches of their theme ideas for their lawn decorations to Greek Board of Directors by October 8, 2007, 4:30 pm in the Office of Greek Affairs.  Two sketches should be submitted.  A grading rubric (see attached) will be used by each judge to determine the winner of the Lawn Decorations competition. All chapters will be individually scored; if judging results in a tie, the judges will each choose their top three and the winners will be chosen.
