WHO CAN PARTICIPATE

Everyone can participate! Any LSU student or student organization may participate in any of the LSU Homecoming Events. Interested parties should attend the Organization Information Meeting October 8, 2007 at 5:30 and 8:00pm in the LSU Union Cotillion Ballroom, where details about every event will be given. In order to participate, a representative of each organization must attend the Registration Meeting on October 15 at 5:45 PM in the LSU Union Council Room. 

If students would like to participate but are not a part of an organization, they can participate by forming a team. Their team must choose a name and fill out the Homecoming Event Application Form. They must also send a representative of the team to the Registration Meeting on October 15 at 5:45 PM in the Union Council Room.
Team Competition

Two or three organizations are encouraged to join together to form a team. These organizations must stay the same for each event. If three organizations form a team, the smallest organization of the three must have a confirmed total membership of no more than 65 members. Points for each event will be awarded to the team and not the individual organizations. Teams will compete in the same categories as the individual organizations. There are specific rules for each event regarding points. Please read these closely. It is suggested that teams give themselves a name for easier identification during the events. If two or three organizations will participate as a team, they should only turn in one event application. The applications should include the information of all the organizations. This application is due at the Registration Meeting on October 15 at 5:45 PM in the LSU Union Council Room.

Although the parade does not begin until 10:30, all participants must be at the LSU Systems lot on West Lakeshore Drive at 9:30 am.  The parade will begin and end at this location.  

Participation Possibilities

There are three ways that you can participate in the parade.  They are as follows:
1. A fully decorated float with vehicle escort.

2. A car/truck decorated entry.

3. 
A walking squad with a decorated banner (Maximum 5’ x 9’).

Note: If the number of passengers on a float is threatening to the safety of a group, some passengers may be asked not to ride in the parade. 

Throws

All parade entries are encouraged to have throws, but they need to be appropriate to the event.  Items with sticks are not permitted (lollipops, etc.).  If there are any questions on whether or not the item is permissible, chances are, the item is not.

Judging

Floats and banners/walking units will be judged on originality, relevance to the theme, Best Events in LSU history, quality of craftsmanship, group participation and creativity.  Groups that have vulgar themes, decorations or unsafe entries will be removed from the parade.  Note: Groups are encouraged to have appropriate music on their floats.

CAMPUS DECORATIONS COMPETITION

Saturday, November 10

The Campus Decorations Competition is unique in that it is one of the only competition elements in Homecoming 2007.  Each organization or team participating in the Purple, Gold, Pride, and Tiger Competition must send a representative to the Organization Registration Meeting on October 15 or you will not be eligible to place in the decorations competition.

ORGANIZATIONS, TEAMS, or FACULTY

There will be three categories of the Decorations Competition for student organizations or teams.  They are the Purple, Gold, and Stripes Competitions.  Awards will be given for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners of each of these competitions.

Purple:
Organizations will make a banner (standard queen size sheet) that will hang outside of the Union on Friday, November 9th and Saturday, November 10th.  The winning banners will be noted with a sign.  Organizations will also make a 3-Dimensional figure that pertains to the theme of Homecoming. The figure must be at least 4 feet tall and 2 feet wide.  This figure will be on display on the Parade Grounds during the Pep-Rally on Friday. The winning figures will be noted with a sign. 

Gold:
This grouping is for Residential Halls only. Residential Halls can decorate their specific Halls pertaining to the theme. Also, the groups are expected to participate in the above activities in the Purple section. These activities include the banner competition and figure competition. The winning residential halls will be given signs noting their victories!

Stripes: Different colleges on campus decorate the buildings/offices of their college. (see rules for more details)

Groups should bring their applications, with drawings/sketches of their theme ideas for their decorations attached, to the Registration Meeting on October 15 at 5:45 pm.  All ideas should incorporate LSU SPIRIT into their theme.  Judging will be based on cohesiveness and representation of the organization’s selected team NOT on the amount of decorations presented.
At this meeting, teams will randomly draw numbers to determine the order for design selection.  Each group participating should bring several design ideas in case a higher numbered group chooses the same theme idea.  When a group’s number is called, a representative from the group will have 5 minutes to submit their choice.  If another group has already chosen all of the group’s ideas, the group will lose its selection priority.  After priority selections, designs will be accepted on a first come, first serve basis.  Groups MAY NOT change their ideas after they have been submitted.

PURPLE & GOLD COMPETITION

Representatives from the homecoming committee will ensure that the organizations are following decorations guidelines during homecoming week.  Organizations must use the design submitted to the homecoming committee at the selection meeting.

Those groups interested in participating in this competition—but who do not have access to a campus location to display decorations—should contact the Homecoming Committee.  The committee will add you in finding a location.

PURPLE & GOLD RULES

Failure to abide by the following rules may be grounds for disqualification.
i. 
No duplication of ideas. The Homecoming committee will approve individual ideas for decorations at the selection meeting. In the event that two or more groups submit similar or identical ideas, preference will be given to the group with the highest selection priority, unless forfeited. All groups must submit detailed drawings of their themes with their application that clearly describe the decorations to be constructed to prevent duplication.

ii. 
Purple Competition decorations may not exceed 20 feet in height if attached to an

immovable object. Groups must have the Homecoming committee’s approval to attach an object taller than 20 feet. Suggested areas for decorations are houses, trees, etc.

iii. 
Gold Competition decorations may not be more than ten feet in height.

iv. 
Only members of participating groups who are also registered with the University may construct the decorations. Groups should not contact Facility Services, parents, alumni, etc. for help. Groups found in violation of this policy will be disqualified.

v. 
No people or animals may be used as part of a decoration.

vi. 
Mechanical devices should run continuously from the start of judging (8:30 a.m.

Saturday, November 10 ) until the end of the parade (approximately 1 p.m.) All motors must be electrical, not manual. The Homecoming Committee will provide no electricity, but electricity may be obtained through Facility Services at the expense of the group.

vii.
Decorations may not be assembled publicly before 7 p.m. Friday, November 9.
Decorations should be built inside or behind the building. Decorations must be

completed and constructed by 8:30 a.m. Saturday, November 10.

viii. 
All decorations must be taken down by 7 a.m. Monday, November 12.

ix. 
Any group or member of a group, who destroys, defaces and/or otherwise harms the decorations of another group must reimburse the group for damage/destruction and will be subject to disciplinary action at the discretion of University officials. Such actions may result in a group’s disqualification pending a hearing before the Homecoming committee.

x. 
Obscenity clause: Any group using decorations considered obscene or in bad taste (visually or verbally) by the Homecoming decorations committee, chairpersons, or advisor, will be disqualified. (This includes swastikas, confederate flags, foul language, etc.)  Final disqualification will follow the procedure detailed under Grievances and Appeals.

xi. 
Each group is responsible for providing its own tarps and/or visqueen to protect their decorations from rain.

xii. 
All groups who want to break-ground, dig potholes, and/or set guide wires must 

contact Facility Services prior to such actions at 578-6964.

PRIDE BANNERS COMPETITION

Groups participating in this competition will decorate a banner.  ONLY a full size flat bed sheet may be used for the banner.  Each group must purchase their own sheet.  The Homecoming committee will provide a place to hang the banner.  Banners must be turned in by Wednesday, November 7, at 4:30 p.m.  Groups must submit their designs at the Registration Meeting in LSU Union Council Room on October 15 at 5:45 PM.  Each group participating should bring several ideas.  Ideas should be attached to the decorations application and brought to the Registration meeting.  Designs must be approved by the Homecoming committee.

The Homecoming committee is not responsible for lost or damaged banners after they have been hung.

Pride Banners Rules

Failure to abide by the following rules may be grounds for disqualification.

1. 
No duplication of ideas. The Homecoming committee will approve individual ideas for banners. In the event that two or more groups submit similar or identical ideas, preference will be given to the group with the highest selection priority, unless forfeited. All groups must submit drawings of their themes with their application that clearly describe the banner to be created to prevent duplication.

2. 
Only members of participating groups who are also registered with the university may create the banner. Groups should not contact Facility Services, parents, alumni, etc. for help. Groups found to be in violation of this policy will be disqualified.

3. 
Any group or member of a group, who destroys, defaces and/or otherwise harms the decorations of another group must reimburse the group for damage/destruction and will be subject to disciplinary action at the discretion of University officials. Such actions may result in a group’s disqualification pending a hearing before the Homecoming committee.

4. 
Obscenity clause: Any group using decorations considered to be obscene or in bad taste (visually or verbally) by the Homecoming decorations committee, chairpersons, or advisor, will be disqualified.  (This includes swastikas, confederate flags, foul language, etc.)  Final disqualification will follow the procedure detailed under Grievances and Appeals. No points for decorations will be awarded to groups who have been disqualified.

TIGER COMPETITION
