What is the best way to take
care of a young child’s
teeth?

Birth to 12 months

Good dental habits should begin before the first
tooth appears. After feedings, gently brush your
baby's gums using water and a soft wash cloth.

Never put your child to bed with a bottle or food.
Not only does this expose your child's teeth to
sugars, it can also put your child at risk for ear
infections and choking.

Teach your child to drink from a cup as soon as
possible. Drinking from a cup is less likely to cause
the liquid to collect around the teeth.

12 to 24 months

Brush your child's teeth 2 times a day using water
on a baby tooth brush.

Limit juice. Make sure your child doesn't drink
more than 1 small cup of juice each day and only at
mealtimes.

Schedule a dental checkup.

24 -48 months

Brush! Help your child brush his/her teeth 2 times
daily with a child-sized toothbrush. There are
brushes designed to address the different needs
of children at all ages, ensuring that you can select
a toothbrush that is appropriate for your child.

Floss. You can begin flossing your child's teeth as
soon as 2 teeth touch each other. But not all chil-
dren need their teeth flossed at this age, so check
with your dentist first.
